We are pleased to inform you that the JWT has completed its initial task of evaluating the options ahead of schedule.  The attached power point presentation provides the recommendation from the JWT on how we should advance work on T-MPLS.

The technical evaluation has demonstrated that the IETF MPLS architecture can be extended to meet the requirements of the transport network.  We are therefore recommending that participants in the IETF and ITU-T work collaboratively to develop these extensions to the IETF MPLS that will be known as transport profile for MPLS (MPLS-TP) in the IETF and work in the ITU-T to integrate MPLS-TP into the transport network. This is what we have called “option 1”.

We found no reason to investigate working independently (option 2) since the teams worked diligently to find solutions that were compatible with the IETF MPLS architecture. This clear demonstration of experts from both bodies desiring to work together was quite exhilarating
The power point presentation outlines the technical proposal and provides some guidance on how to proceed with the organization and structure of the work.  It also provides the results of the technical analysis that support the proposal.  This analysis will provide a starting point for the development of the solution.

We would like to recognize the hard work of the members of the JWT, the ITU-T ad hoc team and the IETF’s MPLS Interoperability Design Team in reaching this level of technical understanding and agreement.  This has been a very intense effort over the past few weeks and we would like to thank them for their efforts.

The results of this work have demonstrated that the organizational structure that was put in place has opened the lines of communication between the IETF and the ITU-T.  We would like to thank you for providing this organization framework and support, including the FTP site and web meeting facilities. Clearly much work remains to be done to deliver the solution. We are relying on the continued support of the members and executives to achieve timely results.

We request that you endorse our recommendation so that we can immediately initiate work on developing the solution.
